MINUTES OF A MEETING
OF THE GOVERNING BODY OF
THE CITY OF HAYS, KANSAS
HELD ON NOVEMBER 14,1996

1. CALL TO ORDER: The Governing Body of the City of Hays met
in regular session, Thursday, November 14, 1996, at 7:30 p.m.

Mayor Rupp declared that a quorum was present and called

the meeting to order.
2. MINUTES: Jayne Clarke noted a misspelling In the October
24, 1996, minutes. Daniel Rupp noted the approval of Ordinance
No. 3391 annexing property should have stated the property was
owned by Verlin Pfannenstiel.

Eber Phelps moved, Jayne Clarke seconded, that the minutes
of the October 24, 1996, regular session, be approved with two
corrections.

3. CITIZEN COMMENTS: There were no comments.
4. COMMISSION  INFORMATIONAL MEMORANDUM: There were no
comments.
5. CONSENT ITEMS: There were no consent items.
6. TRANSFER OF DOLLARS: This i1tem was tabled until the next
meeting on November 20th, due to the absence of Lavern Squier.
7. HEALTH CARE REVENUE BONDS: Hays Medical Center, Inc. plans
to construct additional fTacilities, and renovate and equip
existing TfTacilities at 2220 Canterbury Drive for an estimated
cost of $28,500,000. The Kansas Development Finance Authority
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intends to issue Health Care Revenue Bonds for this project.
City Manager Hannes Zacharias stated that pursuant to K.S.A. 74-
8905(c), the KDFA must give notice of its iIntent to issue Bonds
at least thirty days prior to the issuance of these Bonds. No
action i1s required by the Commission unless the City Commission
disapproves of the issuance of bonds and the financing. |If the
Commission disapproves of the bonds, a resolution must be passed
expressing that disapproval and presented to the KDFA within 15
days.

Martin Gutkin, representing Hays Medical Center, said this
project is part of their long range strategic plan. The last
three years have been spent recruiting over 40 physicians; and
in order to continue this recruitment and provide needed
facilities for northwest Kansas, this expansion IS necessary.

Mr. Zacharias stated the Bonds are not Bonds the City of
Hays has any commitment toward. The bonds will have no impact
on the City"s long term debt, and will not affect property
taxes.

Mr. Gutkin stated these Bonds would be paid out of the
continuing operations of the hospital. As additional physicians
and specialist are brought in, Hays Medical Center is expecting
an increase in their business.

No action was taken by the Commission.

8. REZONING: Jayne Clarke moved, Sharon Leikam seconded, that
Ordinance No. 3392, being an ordinance rezoning a tract of land
situated In the northeast quarter of Section 32, Township 13
South, Range 18 West of the Sixth Principal Meridian, Ellis
County, Kansas, more generally located west of Hall Street,
south of 27th Street and west of the KAYS property, City of
Hays, Ellis County, Kansas, from "A-L" agricultural and "C-1"
neighborhood shopping district, to "R-3A"™ garden apartment
district, be approved.

9. DEVELOPMENT POLICY: City Manager Zacharias presented
several modifications to the City"s Development Policy for
consideration by the Commission. Provisions are needed to

recover, at the time of the platting from a developer, a
proportionate amount of the expense incurred by the City when
the drainage area affecting a particular development 1is
evaluated. Additionally, the storm sewer section of the
Development Policy should be amended to reflect the fact that
special assessment districts are necessary to allow the City-at-
Large to finance storm sewer costs.

Mr. Zacharias also stated that Item 9, Special Assessment,
Option 2, Paragraph (a) of the Development Policy needed to be
amended to read that the developer shall be required to pay 30%
of the total costs of the improvements, less the City-at-Large
contribution. The Policy, as presently written, states the
developer shall be required to pay 30% of the total cost of the
improvements. The City-at-Large i1s responsible for the cost of
oversized water and sewer lines, as well as over-width and over-
thickness of paving. As presently written, the developer would
be expected to pay for 30% of what the City-at-Large has agreed
to pay 100% of.

Sharon Leikam moved, Errol Wuertz seconded, that City
staff*s recommendations to modify the Development Policy
concerning the repayment of stormwater studies by developers at
the time of plating, and 30% payment of special assessment
districts by developers, be approved.

10. SEWER AGREEMENT : City Manager Zacharias stated United
Parcel Service 1Is requesting permission to construct an 8 inch
sanitary sewer from East 13th Street to their location at 1101
General Custer Road. The sewer will be placed in the street
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right-of-way, constructed and installed to City standards. It
will be financed 100% by UPS. The proposed agreement contains a
provision which would allow UPS to recoup some of their cost,
should anybody attach to this line within a ten year period.
Jayne Clarke moved, Eber Phelps seconded, that the City
Manager be authorized to sign an agreement with United Postal
Service fTor the installation of a sewer line with a ten year
payback provision.

11. WATER & SEWER STUDY: Funds for this project were budgeted
in 1995 and 1996. City staff has spent time interviewing firms
interested in doing the study and have chosen Camp, Dresser and
McGee. The 1last water and sewer study was done in 1984.
Numerous changes 1In our city has necessitated the need for
another study to evaluate the existing water distribution and
sanitary sewer collection system. This study will also
incorporate a GIS system.

Eber Phelps moved, Errol Wuertz seconded, that staff be
authorized to develop a contract for services with Camp, Dresser
and McKee to conduct a master plan for the water distribution
and sewer collection systems.

Commissioner Clarke asked the City Manager to prepare a
memo outlining the options Commissioners have iIn the process of
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selecting a replacement for Commissioner Phelps, who will be
resigning his Commission seat iIn January when he becomes the
state representative for the 111th District.
